Standardized Grading Policy: Grades are cumulative for all classes (5, 3 or 2 days per week)
  Five Day per Week Class:

1. 4 nonparticipation days per marking period potential 65%.
2. 5 nonparticipation days 55% for the marking period.

3. 14 nonparticipation days potential 65% for the term.

4. 15 nonparticipation days is potential failure for the term.

Three Day per Week Class:

1. 2 nonparticipation days per marking period potential 65%.

2. 3 nonparticipation days 55% for the Marking period.

3. 8 nonparticipation days potential 65% for the term.

4. 9 nonparticipation days is a potential failure for the term.

Two Day per Week Class:

1. 1 nonparticipation day per marking period potential 65%.
2. 2 nonparticipation days 55% for the marking period.

3. 5 nonparticipation days potential 65% for the term.

4. 6 nonparticipation days is a potential failure for the term.
· A nonparticipation day is defined as an unexcused absence, being unprepared, or late. A student who comes to class and does not participate in the class activity will be marked for nonparticipation.
· Notes from parents will be considered, but will not fully excuse an absence. A note from a doctor, court, funeral or official source will fully excuse an absence; further any excuse note from a doctor must explain what a student is capable of doing upon return to school. 

A Grade in Physical Education is based on: 
· Participation, progress and effort: = 90%
· Exams, Projects or Journals = 10%

PHYSICAL EDUCATION MAKE-UP POLICY

A 5 day per week class:

Students may make-up a total of 15 nonparticipation days: This is not to exceed more than 5 make-ups in any one marking period.
A 3 day per week class:

Students may make-up a total of 9 nonparticipation days: This is not to exceed more than 3 make-ups in any one marking period.
A 2 day per week class:

Students may make-up a total of 6 nonparticipation days: This is not to exceed more than 2 make-ups in any one marking period.
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
